My classroom
isn’t that big, so sometimes |
don’t have enough space to post
all the words. Also, updating it
regularly takes time, especially
when I’m busy. But I try to
manage by rotating the words or

letting students help with it.

Absolutely. It helps them
remember vocabulary, and when
they understand the words,
reading becomes easier for them.
I’ve seen improvement in their
test scores and they seem more
